  INDIAN CITIZENSHIP On 26th November 1949, the Indian constitution was adopted by the constituent assembly. At the beginning of the constitution a person could become the citizen of India if he was living in India and : Was born in the territory of India or Either of whose parents was born in India or Who has been living in India for not less than 5 yrs immediately preceding such commencement?                                                                

RIGHT TO VOTE:   A citizen whose name has been registered in a particular constituency can cast his vote in that constituency. One person can cast his vote only in one constituency and casting of vote in more than one constituency shall be invalid. Casting of more than one vote in an election is an offence and it is punishable.
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HOW TO CAST A VOTE? We have adopted the secret ballot system for the elections. In the ballot paper there will be the names of all candidates of that constituency and then election symbol against their names in the alphabetical order.
PRESIDENT AND VICE-PRESIDENT THE EXECUTIVE HEAD: The constitution provides that there shall be a president. He is the executive head and exercises his powers, as per Constitution, either directly or through officers, subordinate to him. Actually he is the Constitutional head and the Government is run in his name by the prime minister.

POWERS OF FUNCTIONS OF GOVERNOR 1. A Council of minister advises the Governor in all Functions except where he has to exercise his discretion. 2. Governor generally invites the leader of the majority party (or coalition of parties) to from the Government. The head of the council of ministers is the chief minister. The Governor appoints the chief minister and the other ministers are appointed by the Governor on advice of the chief minister. 3. The state government functions for and on behalf of the governor.

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POWERS OF RAJYA SABHA

© Considers and approves non money bills and suggests
amendments to money bills.

© Approves constitutional amendments.

© Exercises control over executive by asking questions,
introducing motions and resolutions.

© Participates in the election and removal of the President, Vice
President, Judges of Supreme Court and High Court. It can
alone initiate the procedure for removal of Vice President.

© Can give the Union parliament power to make laws on matters
included in the State list.




Functions of Vidhan sabha
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(Vidhan Sabha) in an Indian State. The
lower chamber of the state legislature
is known as the Legislative Assembly
or Vidhan Sabha. In states with
bicameral legislatures, the upper
chamber is known as the Legislative
Council or Vidhan Parishad.




Functions of Zilla Parishad
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Functions:

Provide essential services and facilities to the
rural population.

The planning and execution of the
development programmes for the district.

Supply improved seeds to farmers. Inform
them of new techniques and training in Agro
production.

Set up and run schools, Primary Health
Centers and hospitals in villages.

Construct bridges, roads and take care of
public properties.




Cantonment board 
A cantonment board is a civic administration body in India under control of the Ministry of Defence. The board comprises elected members besides ex-officio and nominated members as per the Cantonments Act, 2006.[1] The term of office of a member of a board is five years.[2] A cantonment board consists of eight elected members, three nominated military members, three ex-officio members (station commander, garrison engineer and senior executive medical officer), and one representative of the district magistrate.
Panchayat

The Panchayati Raj signifies the system of rural self-government in India. It was constitutionalised through the 73rd Constitutional Amendment Act of 1992 and deals with the selection of the members of panchayats at the village, intermediate and district levels directly by the people.
